Both contractors submitted a base bid for construction of approximately 6700 LF of pavement
rehabilitation on Acanthus St, Black Willow St, Blue Willow Ct, Gazania Dr, Hughmont Dr,
Laurelleaf Dr, Mayapple St, Silene Ct and Wild Orchard Dr. Bids for Add Alternate #1 were
submitted for construction of approximately 1200 LF of pavement rehabilitation on S. Heatherwilde
Blvd.

After tabulating and checking bid totals, we have determined that both bids were responsive, and no
rounding or calculation errors were made.
